Juneau County Highway Department is requesting proposals for the fabrication of a custom Pre-Wet Salt/Brine Mixing Unit

I. BACKGROUND
The Juneau County, WI Highway Department has designed a mixing/blending unit with patent pending features, for mixing a brine solution and salt. They are looking for a qualified company to manufacture the unit in various quantities for sale by the Juneau County Highway Department. All sales, marketing and billing will be accomplished by the Juneau County Highway Department.

II. GENERAL PROJECT DESCRIPTION
Fabrication of a Juneau County Hwy Dept. designed pre-wet salt/brine mixing unit. To include electrical and plumbing. Installation will not be included in the offer and will be handled by the county on an individual order basis. A one year warranty of parts and labor shall be included.

III. SCOPE OF SERVICES
The contractor will provide all labor, parts, and equipment necessary to manufacture pre-wet salt/brine mixing units in accordance with the specifications and drawings provided at http://www.co.juneau.wi.gov/highway--public-works2.html


A. GENERAL REQUIREMENTS
Once a unit is produced, it will be stored at the contractor’s warehouse until a freight forwarder is called and the unit is picked up by the transportation company and delivered to the customer of the Juneau County Highway Department.  Contactor is responsible for loading of unit onto freight hauler.

B. BIDDING AND OVERSITE
The offeror shall provide a unit cost for each of the estimated quantities listed below.

QUANTITIES ORDERED
Once the original level of estimated quantities (1 to 20) has been exceeded, the Juneau County Highway Department will notify the contractor in writing that the next level of pricing (21 to 100 units, and then over 100 units) takes effect on the next set of delivery orders. When each level of estimated unit quantity has been exceeded the Juneau County Highway Department will put the contractor on notice that the next set of delivery orders issued will contain the price accepted by the County within that particular range. That price per unit will be maintained until the next level of estimated quantities is exceeded.

The Contractor is responsible for providing and implementing an acceptable quality control system, which will be reviewed by the Juneau County Highway Department. The Contractor is required to meet all required safety measures for manufacturing.

This is a Best Value Procurement wherein the following areas will be evaluated by Juneau County Highway Department: price, technical capabilities, past experience in producing a similar item, and past performance.

B. The successful offeror must show proof of adequate liability insurance.
C. The proposal shall conform with all attached documents. All proposals should use this RFP and its attachments as the sole basis for the proposal. The issuance of written amendments are the only official method through which interpretation, clarification, or additional information will be given.
